Financial Update  (Dick Powell and Barbara McNutt)  

 
While it is true that RCAS currently (9/21) has over $12,000 in CDõs and some in cash,  

Dick Powell, Treasurer, and I feel providing additional information to the membership 

is essential.  We hope this will help you understand more completely the facts of RCASõ 

financial operations. There will be a financial impact from decision to purchase the new 

screens. Your sponsorship of panels will soften that impact while creating a strong pol-

ished image for RCAS for the public while displaying works of our talented artists.  

 
Following is a broad outline of RCASõ current financial position and operations for the 

most recent two fiscal years.  RCAS annual receipts are approximately equal to expen-

ditures in each of the last two years.  

Our 5 annual shows have had total expenditures in excess of receipts of ~$10,000. 

This net deficit has been roughly offset by the annual grant RCAS has received from the City of Richardson of about that amou nt 

(i.e., $10,000).  

The average net cost for each show for the last two years has been:  

  

             

The averaged City of Richardson Grant for the last two years has been $9,750.   
The Richardson Arts Commission Grant limits grants to no more than one third of an arts groupõs operating budget.

The only other significant source of receipts for RCAS is membership dues, which have averaged $6,062. This money funds all 

other operating expenses which have averaged:

As can be seen from the above summary, there is virtually nothing ôextraõ left over at the end of each fiscal year. However, at the 

beginning of this fiscal year, RCAS had cash in bank and CDõs totaling $10,080 (which excludes  $1,235 of 2009/2010 membership 

dues received before 5/31/09). This represents a ôcushionõ accumulated since inception and can be used for any purpose authorized 

by the Board of Directors for the benefit of the membership. Members simply need to be aware of this expenditure and how it w ill  

reduce the ôcushion.õ
