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Laurieann Dygowski - Acrylic and Oil

Laurieann arrived with a large wrapped canvas covered with a dried undercoat that she put on 24
hours previous to allow for complete dryness. She had also
prepared the canvas with a layer of gesso under the under-

coat of acrylic dark colors and used a brayer or hair brush
-~ to help texture it. She uses wrapped canvases to omit the

frames, matting, and Plexiglas. Working with Shiva oil pas-
tels and cattle markers, she showed her planning photo that she had
created.

Moving to the canvas, she added colors and worked them in with her
fingers, moving over various areas. The diagonals created on the can- : .

canvas to work around since it will be the last item done on the picture. Starting with blue sky at the top of the

painting, she moved to add clouds and work around the blades of the windmill and the dark base in the fore-

ground. As the clouds took form, so did the young boy and the windmills. The base colors created a very nice ef-

fect.

Laurieann noted that the canvas was large and she would not be able to finish it in the demo. She will forward a
copy of the finished product for a later edition. Allowing 30 days for the work to dry, it is sprayed to set it. She
will be teaching classes in acrylics that start in April.

The following is the show display policy agreed on by RCAS and Richardson Public Library. Entries

in RCAS shows shall i mply the artistbés acceptani
diverse in age, philosophy, and culture. Sensitivity to this diversity requires certain guidelines for

the public display of artwork. *For the Regional Show Policies, see the Regional Show

Prospectus.

* Juried Exhibitions will accept entries in one of the following categories: (1) Collage or Mixed Media; (2) Pastels or Graphics; (3)
Watermedia or Acrylic on Paper; (4) Oil or Acrylic on Canvas or Hard Surface.

* Artwork must be original. Those entries which originated through workshops or in classes are excluded from RCAS shows were
awards are merchandise and/or money.

* Collage or Mixed Meddia must be original, painted by the artist, not derived from or consisting of published images. Collage build-
ups may not exceed 1/ 40.

* Graphics are limited to charcoals, pen & ink, colored and graphite pencils, crayons, woodcuts, etchings and monoprints. Colored
pencil photos are not acceptable.

Shadow Box follows collage requirement.

Computer created images will not be accepted.

Artwork must be totally dry.

Artwork must be framed and ready to hang. Saw tooth hangers may not be used.

Watercolor and other fragile media must be under Plexiglas.

Pastel paintings will be accepted under glass.

Maxi mum size including mat and frame is not to exceed 420X420 o
Mini mum size is 80X1006, not including mat and/or fr ame.

Diptych & triptych entries will not be accepted unless hung without one frame.

Artwork must be hung either from screens or in areas designated by the Library.

Artwork must have been executed within the last two years. Any painting which has been entered in one RCAS show (unless a
cash prize winner) shall remain eligible for entry to other RCAS shows up to a limit of 2 years since execution.

Artwork must be displayed for the duration of the show. Early removal shall disqualify the artist from further participation in all
RCAS shows for (1) complete cycle of shows. Artists must make their own arrangements for pick up. Artists must notify show chair
of alternate pick up arrangements.

Artists may receive no more than one prize in any category.

Artist grants RCAS the rights to use photos of paintings in publicity regarding the show.
Artwork will be reviewed by a Standards Committee prior to judging.

Facilitation of acceptance and pick-up of artwork will be the responsibility of RCAS.
Artwork depicting nudes or blatantly political content will not be accepted.

RCAS reserves the right to refuse any entry.

The greatest possible care will be taken in handling artworks, but RCAS and/or Richardson Public Library will not be responsible for

any loss or damage.

* The library liaison to RCAS or the librarian in charge shall be consulted promptly if any entry is deemed questionable. It is the re-
sponsibility of RCAS to notify the artist if the artwork is rejected.

* The responsibility for public displays, as for all library activities, rests with the Director of Library Services who operates under the

direction of the City Manager.
