Soon Y. Warren is a full-time artist and teacher. She has an Asso-
ciate degree in commercial art from Thomas Nelson Community 
College in Hampton, Virginia. Soon Y. has had several exhibi-
tions, earned numerous awards and is a signature member of 
National Watercolor Society (NWS), Southern Watercolor Artist 
(SW), Texas Watercolor Society, Purple Sage Brush (TWS), Ala-
bama Watercolor Society (WSA), and Society of Watercolor Artist 
(SWA).  

 
Her paintings won 4th place in the animal category in 2005 and the Jack 
Richeson Grand Prize Award in 2006 in competition sponsored by Watercolor 
Magic Magazine which published the winners. Her paintings also received rec-
ognition in the Artist's Magazine Competition: Honorable Mention in the animal 
category and another was a finalist in the still life in 2005;  2nd place in the still 
life category and final list in still life category in 2006; and, final list in landscape 
in 2008. Two of her paintings were included in “The Best of Water-color, Splash 
8” in 2004 and “Passionate Brushstrokes” Splash 10 in 2008. Two paintings 
were also selected for Splash 11 and she won first place in the North Light Book 
Cover competition in 2006. Her painting was featured on the cover of Watercolor 
Artist Magazine in the Jan–Feb 2009 issue and, as a finalist in the Southwest Art 
Magazine competition, her painting is featured in its November issue.  
 
She published a watercolor painting technique book Vibrant Flowers in Water-
color with F&W Publication, (North Light Book) in March 2006, and a second 
book, Painting Vibrant Watercolor: Discover the Magic of Light, Color and Con-
trast, was published in 2009. She has also contributed a chapter, “Create Drama 
with Bold Composition,” in a book titled Watercolor Secret, published in 2009.  
 
She is represented by Southwest Gallery in Dallas, Texas, Your Private Collec-
tion Art Gallery in Granbury, Texas, and Brian Drake Studio in Stephenville, 
Texas. 



ELIGIBILITY   Open to all amateur and professional Texas artists, age 21 and over.  Artwork must be original, executed after March 1, 2008, 

without instructor supervision, must not be copies of art work or photographs by persons other than the artist and not have been previously ac-
cepted in any RCAS Regional Shows. Multiple painting series in separate frames only. Categories will be Oil/Acrylic on Canvas, Watermedia on 
Paper, Collage/Mixed media, and Pastels/Graphics. No sculpture, computer art, photographs, shadow boxes or assemblage. Graphics are limited 
to charcoals, pen & ink, colored & graphite pencils, crayons, woodcuts, etchings, and mono-prints. Works which differ substantially from image 

submitted will be disqualified. RCAS reserves the right to refuse any entry.   
REGULATIONS      Minimum image size of 8 Inches is a new requirement. Maximum overall frame size must not exceed 42ò in any direc-

tion; two dimensional art only. Selected art must be dry, framed and ready to hang with single hole strap hangers (or screw eyes). Simple frames 
are encouraged. For work with mats the outer mat must be white or buff color. Watercolor and other fragile media must be under PLEXIGLAS. 
Pastel artwork may be under glass. Gallery wrapped canvas is acceptable. Collage build-ups must not exceed 1/4ò. Items not for sale must be 

marked NFS. No POR (Price on Request) listings.  If selected, entrants are obligated to exhibit their wI 

ork during the entire show, or they will be disqualified from entry for the following year. Entries shall imply a release of winning images to be dis-
played on the RCAS website or other RCAS pulications. Awards are given at the discretion of the juror. Artists may qualify for three awards (one 

per category). The jurorôs final decision for display of art, will be made during judging. The jurorôs decision is final. 

 ENTRY FEES     Non members may join for 2010-2011 with a separate check for $35, note on check: ñDues for 2010-2011ò, payable to RCAS 

and you may pay the RCAS member entry fees. 

RCAS MEMBERS:   $10.00 each piece,  or three  pieces for $27.00. Limit three (3) pieces total. All fees are non-refundable 

NON MEMBERS:   $15.00 each piece,  or three (3) pieces for $40.00.  Limit three (3) pieces total. All fees are non-refundable. 

DIGITAL IMAGES     Art images for this exhibition should be submitted by JPEG or TIF files (on CD or email). CD and email files must include 
an index containing IMAGE FILE NAME, ARTISTôS NAME, TITLE, PRICE, CATEGORY and SIZES. Image file name should start with category 
then art number and unique short version of art title (WC3townlkewater.jpg). Price must include either a $ value or, if not for sale, NFS.  Images 
should show only the art, not matting or frame. Image must accurately represent the painting without enhancements. Each image size must be 
less than 5 mb.  

SLIDE CONVERSION - RCAS will convert slide entries to digital images for a fee of $10 each (in addition to the entry fees). 

Slides with entry form must be received by the March 1, 2010 deadline (earlier would be appreciated). Mark slides to be converted 

with ñTOP FRONTò, ARTISTôS NAME, TITLE, PRICE, CATEGORY and SIZES  Slides with entry forms, $10 per slide, and entry 

fee must be mailed to John Cheney (see below). 

 

SHIPPING OF ACCEPTED ART   If accepted, instructions from Craters & Freighters, handling agent for exhibits requiring shipping for 
entry to RCAS Regional Show, will be mailed to artists along with the notification letter listing accepted entries.  One flat fee of $45.00 will be 
charged for handling and insuring while in agentôs possession.  Shipped exhibits must be received between  April 15 ï April 22, 2010.  Shipped 
entries must be sent prepaid in a reusable crate.  Insure for your protection. 
Hand delivered art will be received, May 1, 2010 from 8:30 am - 11:00 am at the Eisemann Center. (See map) and picked up on June 1, 2010 
between 4:00 pm and 6:30 pm. 
 

LIABILITY     Artists should carry their own insurance. Reasonable care will be taken with slides and original art.  RCAS and/or the Eisemann 
Center will not be responsible for the loss or damage of any work. A 15% commission to the Eisemann Center is required and an additional 20% 
commission to RCAS is requested per artist on all sales. Please price accordingly. Entering this exhibition constitutes the artistôs agreement with all 
conditions in this prospectus
